We called in
the use of a dedicated boat for added protection of this
harvest, to give the enemy no way into this basket! Ngati
Rangi was the Maori tribe who received this offering.
Additionally the Christian resort as a result of this prophetic
action felt led to hand over some 20 acres of their land to
the tribe to go with the first fruits offering!
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
